MATERIALS LIST FOR ENERGY-CREATOR GENERATORS
Below is a list of the basic items you will need to build the Energy-Creator Generator:
Main Unit:

· PVC pipe, different sizes. Use new pipe as old pipe is often deformed.
· End caps for the PVC pipe.

· PVC glue and 2 compound glue.

· Bearings, sealed units.

· Threaded steel Rod/Studding. 

· Some wood.

· Nails.
Coils: 

· Insulated copper wire (Magnet wire). The wire size depends on the generator you are making.  In the Movie we used - 30swg (0.315mm), 27swg (0.4mm), 25swg(0.5mm).

Magnets:

· We recommend using magnets 15.0mm X 8.0mm with a pulling power of 6.7kg.  In the movie we used magnets of 15.5mm X 6.0mm, with a pulling power of 5.4kg / 11.90 lbs.  Using the larger magnets will make your generator more powerful then the ones in the movie.  Don’t buy smaller magnets!!

Fiberglass/Polyester:
Note: Try and find a supplier on the internet or a specialized shop. Avoid buying it in a car repair shop, it’s very expensive!

· Normal polyether resin for laminating glass-fiber (General Purpose).  This one does not stick onto PVC. This we use for the rotor as it will not stick onto the mold.

· Chemical resistant resin. A special kind of polyether resin for laminating fiberglass, used for better resistant against chemicals and it bonds well to PVC, steel and many other materials. Your supplier will know the correct one.

· Hardener for the polyether.  Don’t get this stuff on your skin, it is MEC peroxide!
· Glass Bubbles.  Used to thicken the polyester. It’s a very light powder, do not to inhale it!
· Chopped strands.  These are loose fibers and they make the polyester very strong.

· Fiberglass cloth, the woven type. The 80 grams m2 is ok for the rotor.

· Fiberglass ribbon or band, 2.5cm/1.0 inch wide. The 225 grams per m2 is just fine.

· Acetone cleaner.  Polyester resin is very sticky and it will not come off with normal cleaners.

· Kitchen scales and some disposable cups.

· Cheap disposable brushes. 

· 2 compound polyurethane rubber, shore 160, to make drive belts.

· Safety glasses, disposable gloves, face dust-mask, old clothes, plastic apron or a disposable overall.
